In terms of ease, it is easy to list an e-book for sale on both websites. For Lulu.com, you create a free account and login. Then, start a new publishing project. Thanks to a couple of surveys, it’s being put about in certain circles that atheists have higher IQs than believers. That may or may not be the case, but one problem with this argument is that, if you accept "average group differences in IQ”, you get into all sorts of sinister debates whichbien pensant atheist Lefties might find less to their liking.

So let’s not go down that unhappy road. Let’s dispense with the crude metric of IQ and look at the actual lives led by atheists, and believers, and see how they measure up. In other words: let’s see who is living more intelligently.

And guess what: it’s the believers. A vast body of research, amassed over recent decades, shows that religious belief is physically and psychologically beneficial – to a remarkable degree.

In 2004, scholars at UCLA revealed that college students involved in religious activities are likely to have better mental health. In 2006, population researchers at the University of Texas discovered that the more often you go to church, the longer you live. In the same year researchers at Duke University in America discovered that religious people have stronger immune systems than the irreligious. They also established that churchgoers have lower blood pressure.

Meanwhile in 2009 a team of Harvard psychologists discovered that believers who checked into hospital with broken hips reported less depression, had shorter hospital stays, and could hobble further when they left hospital – as compared to their similarly crippled but heathen fellow-sufferers.

The list goes on. In the last few years scientists have revealed that believers, compared to non-believers, have better outcomes from breast cancer, coronary disease, mental illness, Aids, and rheumatoid arthritis. Believers even get better results from IVF. Likewise, believers also report greater levels of happiness, are less likely to commit suicide, and cope with stressful events much better. Believers also have more kids.

What’s more, these benefits are visible even if you adjust for the fact that believers are less likely to smoke, drink or take drugs. And let’s not forget that religious people are nicer. They certainly give more money to charity than atheists, who are, according to the very latest survey, themeanest of all.
So which is the smart party, here? Is it the atheists, who live short, selfish, stunted little lives – often childless – before they approach hopeless death in despair, and their worthless corpses are chucked in a trench (or, if they are wrong, they go to Hell)? Or is it the believers, who live longer, happier, healthier, more generous lives, and who have more kids, and who go to their quietus with ritual dignity, expecting to be greeted by a smiling and benevolent God?

Obviously, it’s the believers who are smarter. Anyone who thinks otherwise is mentally ill.

And I mean that literally: the evidence today implies that atheism is a form of mental illness. And this is because science is showing that the human mind is hard-wired for faith: we have, as a species, evolved to believe, which is one crucial reason why believers are happier – religious people have all their faculties intact, they are fully functioning humans.

Therefore, being an atheist – lacking the vital faculty of faith – should be seen as an affliction, and a tragic deficiency: something akin to blindness. Which makes Richard Dawkins the intellectual equivalent of an amputee, furiously waving his stumps in the air, boasting that he has no hands.

Working on the book ‘INU-2U-4U’:


It’s one thing or the other.

I explained in the introduction how I had come to believe that God total kindness and goodness. That’s why this chapter is titled ‘Wall to Wall’ - that describes what His goodness is like. 

I didn’t always see  things like that. I used to see God as being sort of conditionally good - doing what was best for the world but you can’t do that and please everybody at the same time! So I used to think that worked good over generations but that individual lives could be depending where they were in the swing of the history’s pendulum. All of my thinking revolved around one central precept that God was in control. 
I never realise the toxic nature of that proposition.  

Most people believe, or simply assume, that Almighty God is in CONTROL of everything that happens. At the same time many also believe that ‘God is good.’ 

I don’t know if you’ve ever thought about this but God cannot be both! He HAS to be ONE OR THE OTHER! He cannot be in control of everything AND be good. 
Many things that happen on our world are absolutely evil and despicable. There is no way that you can squash the word good into our world and come out with it still meaning ‘good.’ Please be clear about that. Don’t mess around with the idea that because good can come out of bad(which it can), then somehow the bad is justified. NO it is not. Pain and suffering are bad. Wicked, cruel and rotten. Don’t try to fudge it. 
I believe that God is wall to wall good. I also believe that God is NOT in control of everything that happens, and I will tell you why: Because the bible supports that view. (Both that God is good and that God has limited his control over things because of the integrity of His word).  

I’ve come to a knowledge of God’s wall to wall goodness. Moreover, I am called to tell people about that. God has called Mandy and I in an unusual way - to go from Jerusalem to Rome.


I know it has helped me to speak words over myself. And I know that it does not work if I suspect that God is in any way, responsible for the things that come against me. For sickness, tragedy etc. Now that does not prove that God is wall to wall good. The things that proves God is good is when I believe in it, that’s what I get! God is either in control of everything or else He is good. You cannot have a bit of one and a bit of the other. It’s the one things or else it’s the other. If God is in control then He is NOT good. On the other hand, if God is good then he CANNOT control everything! The two are incompatible. But you say that God is able to bring good things out of bad things (which the bible shows He is). That is not the same as CAUSING the bad to happen in the first place. If God is the author of pain and hurt, even if he just ALLOWS it, if for example, He ‘rubber stamps’ what the devil is doing, then He cannot be called good. Sorry, the two things are mutually exclusive. The bad things that happen to people, the tragedies that befall them, are massively cruel things. There is no place for reverse engineering God’s goodness into such heartache. I believe that God is Wall to Wall goodness. Without reservation, I believe that He intends wall to wall goodness for everyone. I believe He has designed everyone to be superbly fulfilled doing things that to each of them, are a joy. God has set it in the heart of men such things as joy and purpose. Lastly the bible calls God good.

I read on your Facebook ...

Had to tackle the difficult subject of suffering this morning.

Yes it is a difficult subject and bless you for tackling it.. 

I am sure that many people, upon hearing the word ‘suffering’ assume that it either means sickness or else it includes sickness. You did briefly mention this morning that Peter meant the word to apply to persecution, but many may have missed that point. As far as I know all the New Testament writers, speak of suffering exclusively in the context of persecution. It is clear that no one is redeemed from persecution. 

After all, Jesus died under the persecution of men, as did all the apostles (except John, who I understand, died naturally). None died through sickness. The gospels agree that Jesus has redeemed us from sickness but not from persecution.

However you mentioned another topic, as if it were inversely related to that of 

suffering: You said that there are, on TV, many ‘Prosperity preachers’ who depict Christianity as an easy ride, and that their doctrine was “rubbish”. (I hope I quote you correct). 

From the ‘Amens’ in the congregation I could see this is a popular line to take! 

Now I wonder if there is a specific preacher you had in mind or a particular TV 

channel that you would so mark? - 

I have to say that I don’t personally know of a TV preacher who teaches that 

‘prosperity’ means there is no trouble coming? Maybe there is someone, but 

I don’t know of them. If I can speak in their defence they seem to be clear in their teaching that Christians are not redeemed from the suffering of persecution (and by ‘they’ I mean Hagan, Wommack, Joseph Prince). They are equally clear that we are redeemed from the curses of sickness and poverty. None that I am aware of, say, or allude to, an expected lack of opposition from men - ie a lack of ‘persecution’. 

So I am curious to know if you had a specific person or channel in mind. 

(Maybe you mean Rory Alec’s TV channel - God TV?). I don’t know.  

I know there is a kind of classic holiness in being sick or broke. For many years I lived under that but after delving deeper into scripture I can no longer subscribe to it. I do realise it is still a constant within established religion. 

Anyway, I wonder what your thoughts are on this and also, if you had someone in mind (on TV) who we should steer clear of?

To me, Wall 2 Wall is quite simply, the doctrine of God’s goodness. It’s wall to wall - unadulterated, uncompromising, unconditional goodness. That is really my experience and my story. 
Let me illustrate it this way: Years ago I was in Blackpool and I had a stick of rock. As I ate into it I could see the word ‘Blackpool’ written through the middle of it. No matter how much I had chewed, or how little was left, the word ‘Blackpool’ was still visible right to the very last morsel of that stick of rock. 
In the same way, if it were possible, God would have ‘Love’ written all the way through him. And no matter if he fills your entire vision or if he is just a speck on the horizon, if you look at all, you will see goodness written in him and through him.
Many say to me ‘but hang on - what about all the disasters that happen in the world - things that appear to be the hand of God - Like the sinking of the Titanic in 1912 or the TwinTowers coming down in 2001? These things certainly are biblical. Surely they represent the hand of God - the clenched hand of his judgment. Where is goodness to be found in those tragedies? 

I see them as the absence of the hand of God.

When men call their ship unsinkable or build towers to the skies in praise to their business acumen, they give the devil a legal right to come and do his worst. And if God gets the blame for it, so much the better. 

I have found God to be wall to wall goodness. I didn’t always believe that. But since I discovered it for myself, I have begun to confess it and to walk in it! That is the most amazing thing. If I have anything worthwhile to pass on it is this: The way to appropriate the blessing of God is first of all to believe it and secondly, declare it.

The bottom line - the central argument of Christianity - is that if any man could get into heaven by right living, then he wouldn’t need a saviour. But he can’t And he does! 
Christianity is all about right believing. 
It’s believing on the one who came to be your saviour.

Twitter

It doesn’t hurt to understand it and possibly even have a go – you know, just out of curiosity. The problem is, it’s a little bit like driving a car for the first time, you have to know a fair bit about it before you can control the thing.

Twitter is very fast moving, started in March 2006 by a chap called Jack Dorsey and by 2007 had 400,000 tweets per quarter, 100 million per quarter in 2008, 140 million tweets per day! in March 2011 and is estimated now to be handling 340 million tweets daily from over 500 million active users.

Tweet – a message of 140 characters maximum, it can include weblinks, links to other users and hashtags (which I’ll come back to later), you can also attach pictures and video clips. Tell everyone that follows you what you are up to, but bear in mind I don’t need to know about your cat, 

Retweet or “RT” – taking another users tweet and posting it again yourself, automatically crediting the original source, all your followers can now see that tweet. (It’s easy, there is a button for it).

TweetUps – a gathering of other Twitter folk – real people in a real place! Basically you all conversed on twitter and want to meet for real, possibly you want to see if you can build a business relationship and make some money or you fancy your chances.

Trending Topics – these are ranges of subjects that loads of people are talking about, to include your message into a group like this you precede the topic with a hashtag but you have to leave out any spaces, e.g.: #michaeljackson or #willyenlargement (I can’t recommend this yet).

Lists – You can organise the people you follow into lists like: Eastbourne business, charities, jokes etc

Hashtags – Preceding a word with a ‘#’ creates a hashtag. A hashtag makes a certain word easily searchable. Caution! if you use a lot of hashtags then you will get lots of spam or spammy followers.
 
If you tweet only your followers can see it, if it is retweeted then all the followers of that person can see it too – and infinitum.

If you reply to someones tweet only you, them and the people that follow BOTH of you can see it (unless one of you or them retweets it). You can counter this by writing something before the @mention in your reply then it becomes visible to every one of your followers, a simple full stop will do.

If you set up a new account or even if you already have one or 2 set up, use a long password, the longer the better and never share it or use the same one elsewhere. Nowadays hackers use a bunch of graphics cards which can crack any 8 letter password in under 3 seconds, 21 characters takes almost 21 seconds, so basically make yours not worth the bother of waiting.

That’s the basics.

So now you’re thinking “so how do I get real people following me?”. Well you show your personality, if it’s a poor personality just be nice and be human.

Tweet regularly about yourself and your interests, current affairs, music, film etc and occasionally about the industry you’re involved in. Make it personal and link to your business site now and again. 

Re-tweet when you read something good. People like it when you re-tweet, it will get you brownie points and people are less likely to unfollow you as you become a valuable ‘follower generator’.


Ex: So I’ve just spent three hours adding some new badgers to our site, they are genuinely good, take a look if you get a chance: http://www.link.com (and sorry for being a tit)

You need to follow people too, don’t follow every account though, read some of their tweets and look at where they are based, if they’re a real person and not a tit follow them back, it might even be worth saying hello to them, to show you’re a human being. Don’t follow thousands either, you have to limit it or you’ll never be able to engage or get to know the tweeters you are following.

Your profile picture… tricky one this… it’s always good to have a picture of yourself, especially if you’re good to look at. A picture adds personality.

Tweets

Tweets are publicly visible by default; however, senders can restrict message delivery to just their followers. Users can tweet via the Twitter website, compatible external applications (such as for smartphones), or by Short Message Service (SMS)

Users may subscribe to other users' tweets – this is known as following and subscribers are known as followers or tweeps (Twitter + peeps). The users can also check the people who are un-subscribing them on Twitter better known as unfollowing via various services.

Twitter allows users the ability to update their profile by using their mobile phone either by text messaging or by apps released for certain smartphones and tablets.

As a social network, Twitter revolves around the principle of followers. When you choose to follow another Twitter user, that user's tweets appear in reverse chronological order on your main Twitter page. If you follow 20 people, you'll see a mix of tweets scrolling down the page: breakfast-cereal updates, interesting new links, music recommendations, even musings on the future of education.

Content

Content of Tweets according to Pear Analytics.

San Antonio-based market-research firm Pear Analytics analyzed 2,000 tweets (originating from the US and in English) over a two-week period in August 2009 from 11:00 AM to 5:00 PM (CST) and separated them into six categories:

Pointless babble – 40%

Conversational – 38%

Pass-along value – 9%

Self-promotion – 6%

Spam – 4%

News – 4%

Messages

Users can group posts together by topic or type by use of hashtags – words or phrases prefixed with a "#" sign. Similarly, the "@" sign followed by a username is used for mentioning or replying to other users. To repost a message from another Twitter user, and share it with one's own followers, the retweet function is symbolized by "RT" in the message.

In late 2009, the "Twitter Lists" feature was added, making it possible for users to follow (as well as mention and reply to) ad-hoc lists of authors instead of individual authors.

The messages were initially set to a 140-character limit for compatibility with SMS messaging, introducing the shorthand notation and slang commonly used in SMS messages. The 140-character limit has also increased the usage of URL shortening services such as bit.ly, goo.gl, and tr.im, and content-hosting services, such as Twitpic, memozu.com and NotePub to accommodate multimedia content and text longer than 140 characters. Twitter uses its own t.co domain for automatic shortening of all URLs posted on its website.

Trending topics

A word, phrase or topic that is tagged at a greater rate than other tags is said to be a trending topic. Trending topics become popular either through a concerted effort by users or because of an event that prompts people to talk about one specific topic. These topics help Twitter and their users to understand what is happening in the world.

Trending topics are sometimes the result of concerted efforts by fans of certain celebrities or cultural phenomena, particularly Lady Gaga (known as Monsters), Justin Bieber (Beliebers) and fans of the Twilight (Twihards) and Harry Potter (Potterheads) novels. Twitter have altered the trend algorithm in the past to prevent manipulation of this type.

Twitter's March 30, 2010 blog post announced that the hottest Twitter trending topics will scroll across the Twitter homepage. Users will also be able to find out how a specific topic became a trending topic.

There have been controversies surrounding Twitter trending topics: Twitter has censored hashtags that other users found offensive. Twitter censored the #Thatsafrican and the #thingsdarkiessay hashtags after users complained that they found the hashtags offensive.
