Four decades after the atrocity former senior IRA officer Kieran Conway admits the terrorist group carried out the Birmingham pub bombings: The Birmingham Mail revealed last week that Kieran Conway confessed the atrocity left him “ashamed and appalled” in a new memoir called Southside Provisional. The IRA has never previously publicly admitted it carried out the atrocity that claimed 21 lives and injured nearly 200 others on November 21, 1974

Now Chief Constable Chris Sims has confirmed that his officers will be “reviewing the content of the book to determine what action is appropriate.” Earlier this year, Mr Sims said there would be no new investigation unless there was significant new evidence into the atrocity.

Conway confirmed in the book that the terror group did bomb Birmingham, and said in an interview they also knew in Dublin that the six Irishmen arrested for the explosions were innocent “from the get go, from the very start.”

He claimed the IRA unit responsible for the attacks on The Mulberry Bush and The Tavern in The Town could not find a functioning telephone box. So they were unable to issue a warning sufficiently in time to clear the bars and prevent the mass loss of life. At the time of the bombings Conway was the IRA’s top intelligence officer. In the book Conway, now a criminal lawyer in Dublin, said that where off-duty soldiers were the targets of the bombings: “I had little sympathy for either the soldiers or the unfortunate civilians who had been sharing their drinking space.

He continued: “The Birmingham bombs were another matter.” Tempers were high after the police “disrupted” funeral arrangements for James McDaid, who was a lieutenant in the Birmingham battalion of the IRA, who blew himself up while trying to bomb Coventry Telephone Exchange.

But he said the revenge attacks on the two city bars left him “appalled and ashamed” because they “went against everything we claimed to stand for.”

And he revealed that two other senior IRA figures, Dave O’Connell and Kevin Mallon were themselves “furious, fully recognising not just the damage the bombing had caused to the IRA but its immorality as well.”

Neither The Mulberry Bush nor The Tavern in The Town had any military connection. Normal IRA procedure at the time for any attack on non-military targets was to give a 30-minute warning in order for a full evacuation to take place. 
When the bombers raised the alarm in Birmingham they gave only vague locations and the first bomb, at the Mulberry Bush, exploded just six minutes after their phone call to the Birmingham Mail. Conway said he was told later that “the early indications were that the casualties were the result of yet another failure in the warning system, a succession of phone boxes from which the warning might have been relayed having proved to be inoperable” and that in the aftermath of the bombings, the IRA carried out a major debrief with the organisation’s England Operational Commander. Conway finally left the republican movement in 1993.

Facts and Truth

Facts are not the same thing as truth! 

In our educated culture intelligence is prized and exalted and so facts, the building blocks of knowledge, are honoured for if truth is a tree, then facts are surely its leaves. Facts are the things which go to make up truth, or so we believe. 
When the spies came back from checking out the promised land, the bible says they brought up an ‘evil report’ – their prognosis of the land of Canaan was, according to God, ‘evil’. A fact is not the truth, and facts are not truth. The word of fear that the spies brought was not consistent with the word of promise that God had made to the children of Israel. Their word was true to the facts but not true to the truth! So what is the truth? The truth can be simply defined as whatever God says it is! If God says you are going to marry a prince or fly to the moon, then He has the means to bring that about no matter what the ‘facts’ say about it. 

When you know God has promised something, you are speaking evil when you speak against what God has promised. 
In a sense, we could split the relationship between facts and truth into things which relate to the past and those which relate to the future. In our sophisticated culture facts about the future are often called ‘statistics’. They are the postulations or expectations about things which have not yet happened based upon things that have already happened in the past. 

Whereas facts about the past are like dead things but ‘facts’ about the future – statistics, for example, such and such a percentage in this age group will die from this disease - so facts. 

It was because the spies used facts to extrapolate a future of defeat when God had ordained a future of success; this is why God called it an ‘evil report’. It is evil when you use facts to pronounce against the saving power of God because when you do, you sabotage God’s will for success. God cannot achieve your success while you are cursing your success with your tongue. 

You have to speak as God speaks about you. Can two walk together unless they are agreed?

So if you are tempted to dismiss or trash the future God has placed in your heart, bite your lip. Don’t say anything unless you can speak about it like he speaks about it.

God is in control


We visited a couple of churchgoer friends at the weekend. The husband is undergoing chemo treatment and was telling us how he had been witnessing to somebody at the hospital who had the same sort of cancer as he had. His wife asked us: ‘Do you think this is why this has happened to my husband?’ (ie. so that he could witness to someone else) We said emphatically NO but we were aware that without a deeper understanding this is not enough, because people universally presume that God is in control of everything and because He is also good, there must be some good purpose to suffering. I imagine that most of the people in the world who believe in God, whether Muslim, Christian or Hindi, believe that God controls everything that happens and yet, that He is also somehow good and just. (!!) The assumption among Christians is that at the very least, God allows the devil to bring such tragedies upon people. 

It is easy to think of the Almighty as one who is perpetually pulling strings, and causing things – good and bad – to happen in our world. It is not easy to think of God as being so perfect that once He spoke a word ceding His authority to men, He cannot legally act until men call Him into action! This turns on its head the idea that there is nothing we can do about it, that we are not responsible, that God is doing whatever He likes and it is nothing to do with us. 

Hardly anybody notices the Christian scriptures that declare that God has committed authority on the earth to men, or the ones which teach that because He is absolutely just and eternally true, His word regarding that, or anything, is utterly reliable and unshakable. God cannot go back on His word (Psa 89:34). In fact, Heb 1:3 alludes to the fact that all creation is held together by the integrity of the His word, something which has real scientific significance. 
Psa 115:16 says ‘The highest heavens belong to the Lord but the earth he has given to man’. 
So when did God ‘give the earth’ to man you might ask? - In Genesis 1:26. 
God gave man ‘dominion’ over the earth. He didn’t give man ownership of it but rather authority (or stewardship). In doing so the Almighty ceded His own authority over this planet to mankind. 
The scriptures teach that it is impossible for God to tell a lie (Heb 6:18) and that once He has spoken a word, it is set in place, as it were, unmoveable (Psa 119:89). 

Believing that God controls everything is the most toxic doctrine in Christianity because it renders men passive and powerless, and the scriptures declare that we are neither.

Certainly God is in absolute control of the universe and is therefore able to dramatically influence events on the earth. He is able to move forward and back through time and to see the end from the beginning (Isa 46:10). He has the authority to act and be in control of all those on earth who submit to Him or call for his intervention. But we are still in the world where Adam gave ruler-ship to satan, whose job description is to ‘steal, kill and destroy’ (John 10:10). Most people are under the control of this, the devil, not God. All mankind has a God-given authority over the earth but born again Christians have been given a special authority over the devil. God clearly intends Christians to use their authority to roll back the evil works of the devil. 

And here is the greater tragedy: You cannot fight against suffering if you think it is God’s will for you to suffer. Until you stop believing that God is the author of sickness (or even just allows it), you can not really declare war on it. The scriptures say ‘submit to God, resist the devil and he will flee.’ (Jam 4:7)  If you think a sickness is of God (in any way, shape or form), you will on some level submit to sickness. You have to know God as the author and protector of life and light and knowing Him, you have to recognise that that the work of the devil is to take away any and all potential that God has given to you. You have to hate the devil like God hates the devil. You have to resist the devil. God won’t do it all for you! – He’s already done everything needful in Jesus. 

Nobody in their right mind thinks that disease, pain or sickness are good things. They would never in a million years, wish such a thing on their children. Yet the man of religion can readily think that God would do such a thing to him. Maybe it’s because he feels so bad about himself?, but then, if he is born again, the scripture says that ‘there is now no condemnation’ (Rom 8:1) 
The truth is that God loves all mankind so much He sent a part of Himself to repair the breach between us and Him. When he was the man, Jesus he never once put sickness on somebody, never once refused to heal the sick because of unworthiness or anything else. 
The Communion  2 NOV 2014   

1 Co 11:27-31


27  Wherefore whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. 28  But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. 29  For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord’s body.

30  For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, and many sleep. 31  For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged.

Here, Paul described the severe effects of partaking of communion ‘unworthily’. The classic interpretation of just what qualifies as "unworthily." would suggest that any deed or thought in a person's life that has not been confessed and repented of would make that individual unworthy of taking communion. However, this would make our relationship with the Lord in communion dependent on our performance, and this is contrary to the very act of atonement that the Lord's Supper reminds us of. This interpretation is plainly not consistent with the Gospel of Grace. 
Rather, this scripture warns that people who profess salvation through the partaking of the communion, but do not in fact possess it (because true faith is not present), become guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. Such people will not be able to claim ignorance when they stand before God. For the Lord's Supper clearly preaches the Gospel. 

Therefore, when taking communion, people should examine themselves to see whether or not they are in the faith. It is an individual evaluation that ministers are not authorized to make for others, but ministers should make Paul's warnings here in 1Co 11 known to others when administering communion. 

The bread of communion signifies the broken body of the Lord and the healing provided for the believer. 
The wine of communion signifies the shed blood of the Lord and the eternal redemption provided for the believer. 
People should know that they have been born again before they come to the communion table. If they take communion and are not saved, they are professing a lie. Because Jesus’ body and blood is so clearly illustrated in the communion sacraments, they become without excuse and guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. 
Note also that text does not use the word ‘unworthy’ (describing a person) but the word ‘unworthily’ (describing the action of taking communion). 

Finally, the communion service is not for the communal remembrance of sins, but rather a celebration with other believers of the eternal remission of sins.

To put it in another context, the communion service is not a time to focus on our failings, but rather on what the Lord Jesus did on our behalf, 2000 years ago.
