I would ask you to urgently investigate this matter please and to advise me of my entitlement to compensations. My receipt (FAD  384201, Session 2-717274) is date-timed: 01/12/2018  12:59 and I have proofs of posting for the 4 UK letters, all timed at 1300..

Slow-down in space 

Leaving the solar system is a drag, writes Duncan Steel  Thu 28 Feb 2002 

Thirty years ago, Nasa launched the first man-made object to leave the solar system. Pioneer 10 , our emissary to interstellar space, is heading towards the constellation of Taurus, the Bull. In two million years, it will approach the bright star Aldebaran - the eye of the Bull - perhaps to be intercepted by some alien species living on a nearby planet. The probe carries a calling card from humankind, a plaque designed to tell extraterrestrials where we are. 

Radio tracking of its course, however, indicates it will take longer to reach the stars than scientists had calculated. More important, its anomalous motion may challenge our fundamental understanding of the forces of nature. "We never imagined that Pioneer 10 - originally designed as a 21-month mission to Jupiter - would survive 30 years and still be delivering surprises in 2002," says Dr Larry Lasher, head of the Pioneer project team at Nasa Ames Research Center in California.

Pioneer 10 blasted off from Cape Canaveral in March 1972. It returned our first up-close pictures of Jupiter late the following year. Hot on its trail was a sister probe, Pioneer 11, which also visited Saturn. The two Voyager probes went next, dispatched in 1977 to peruse these planets. Voyager 2 also sent back our only detailed views of Uranus (in 1986) and Neptune (in 1989). In the meantime, the two Pioneers had left the planets behind. In terms of distance from the sun, Voyager I overtook them in 1998, but the Pioneers are the first of our artefacts to have left the solar system. 

Pioneer 10 has another link with aliens. Various projects looking for signs of extraterrestrial intelligence employ radio telescopes to search for signals coming from other star systems. These are likely to be weak, and of course we do not know what form they might take. The algorithms used to interrogate the data, trying to recognise artificial signals among cosmic noise, need to be tested. 

This is accomplished using the radio signal from Pioneer 10. Currently, it is 80 times further from the sun than the Earth - about 7.3bn miles away, more than twice the distance to Pluto. Its radioisotope thermoelectric generator (RTG) has declined in output from 165 watts at launch to only eight watts now - about the same as a hand-held torch. Pioneer 11's RTG did worse, decaying such that it had to be closed down in 1995. Detecting the tenuous signal from Pioneer 10 therefore presents a challenge. The mission officially ended with its 25th anniversary in 1997, but monitoring continues. 

Spacecraft tracking by radio is very accurate, making it the optimal way to probe the complex three-dimensional gravitational field in and around the solar system. Tracking of Voyager 2 as it passed Uranus and Neptune in the 1980s enabled astronomers to derive those planets' masses with much greater precision than possible from Earth-based observations of their moons. Pioneer 10 may be an antique, but it is still providing us with unique data. 

And that tracking has thrown up surprises. Pioneer 10 is slowing down faster than expected simply based on the gravitational attraction of the sun and planets. The effect is tiny - only about one part in 10bn of that due to the Earth's gravity acting on you right now - but it is definitely there. 

This is a puzzle. The effect shows up best in the Pioneers - Pioneer 11 showed the same trend prior to its switch-off - because they are spin-stabilised. In essence, the whole spacecraft acts like a gyroscope, spinning once every 14 seconds, and this helps maintain its orientation. 

Other space probes, such as the Voyagers, use three-axis stabilisation. They do not spin: small thrusters around their exteriors control their orientation. But the occasional squirts of fuel employed to point them the right way also accelerate the spacecraft as a whole, masking any tiny distortions that might otherwise be apparent. 

The spinning Pioneers suffer no such confusion. Nevertheless, the motions of the Voyagers are consistent with the slow-down seen best in the Pioneer 10 data. This is also true for Ulysses, which flew past Jupiter early in the 1990s and used its gravity to flip the satellite on to a trajectory taking it over the poles of the sun. The same effect is seen in other space probes. So what is going on? 

Explanations fall into three camps. The third in line is the easiest to state: our knowledge of physics is incomplete, or wrong. That is, gravity does not behave the way we think (such as the inverse-square law not working at very large distances), or perhaps there is an unknown "fifth force" to accompany the weak and strong nuclear forces, electromagnetism, and gravity. This would undermine all cosmological theories. Such an interpretation is to be resisted. 

The prime suspect would involve spacecraft anomalies. Things considered under this heading include gas evaporating off the satellites, the pressure imposed by sunlight and the solar wind, thermal radiation from the spacecraft, interactions with the interplanetary magnetic field, and so on. Similarly, problems in the received data, for example due to wobbles of the Earth, have been searched for. 

The second class of explanation covers perturbations of the probes imposed by unseen masses: solar system bodies such as large asteroids in the outer solar system yet to be spotted are easy to model, based on current knowledge. There is also the possibility of cosmological dark matter in the environs of the solar system. 

None of the explanations for the Pioneer 10 anomalies have been shown to work. "A normal physics explanation for this strange deceleration has not been found," says a member of the dynamics analysis team, Dr Michael Martin Nieto at the Los Alamos National Laboratory in New Mexico. "We need to test further, say with a new spacecraft_ Then we could really settle the issue." In the meantime, the quandary remains. 

Pioneer 10 has found fame in many ways. In the film Star Trek V: The Final Frontier, a Klingon fleet captain was shown blasting it into tiny pieces, out of spite. In 1974, soon after it sent back images of Jupiter, the US postal service issued a stamp featuring Pioneer 10. A quarter of a century later it was again selected as a suitable subject for a postage stamp, as one of the icons of the 1970s. But space researchers have still not got it licked.

More than three and a half billion miles away, NASA’s New Horizons probe has woken up from its long slumber, ready to take on a new mission in the outer reaches of the solar system. New Horizons was launched with the intention of studying Pluto up close for the first time, but it had only a brief window of time to check out the former ninth planet. Now it’s on toward other Kuiper Belt objects (KBOs), which could tell us even more about the solar system than Pluto did.
Most robotic exploration missions involve getting into a stable orbit around the target and setting up shop for several years. Cassini, which just dove into Saturn’s atmosphere this morning, spent more than a decade exploring the gas giant and its system of moons. However, Pluto is more than six times farther away than Saturn. New Horizons needed a lot of speed to reach Pluto, and it actually set the record for fastest rocket launch ever when it went up in 2006. If New Horizons were to enter orbit of Pluto, it would need to counter all that speed with a ton of fuel. That wasn’t feasible, so its up-close study of Pluto was a flyby that lasted just a few hours. The upshot is that the probe can now move on to other missions.
The new Horizons team got authorization for a mission extension in summer 2016 that allowed them to study other objects in the Kuiper Belt, a ring of ultra-cold objects in the outer solar system. Pluto was demoted to dwarf planet in large part because we realized it was really just a large KBO that was spotted long before we understood this region of space.
This fall’s observations are only the start. NASA will also use this period to prep New Horizons for its flyby of a previously unexplored KBO called MU69. The latter was discovered in 2014 and is believed to be about 20 miles (30 kilometers) in diameter. The spacecraft is already on course for MU69, but the team wants to install a new fault-prevention system before its arrival. The plan is to put New Horizons back into hibernation mode on December 9th. It will near MU69 late next year and will make its flyby on January 1st, 2019.

The twin Voyager 1 and 2 spacecraft are exploring where nothing from Earth has flown before. Continuing on their more-than-39-year journey since their 1977 launches, they each are much farther away from Earth and the sun than Pluto. In August 2012, Voyager 1 made the historic entry into interstellar space, the region between stars, filled with material ejected by the death of nearby stars millions of years ago. Scientists hope to learn more about this region when Voyager 2, in the “heliosheath" — the outermost layer of the heliosphere where the solar wind is slowed by the pressure of interstellar medium — also reaches interstellar space. Both spacecraft are still sending scientific information about their surroundings through the Deep Space Network, or DSN.
The primary mission was the exploration of Jupiter and Saturn. After making a string of discoveries there — such as active volcanoes on Jupiter's moon Io and intricacies of Saturn's rings — the mission was extended. Voyager 2 went on to explore Uranus and Neptune, and is still the only spacecraft to have visited those outer planets. The adventurers' current mission, the Voyager Interstellar Mission (VIM), will explore the outermost edge of the Sun's domain. And beyond.

I’ve condensed what I have discovered into a defined program. A program to bring you into an understanding of the Law of faith, and the Law of seedtime and harvest. God has set laws into His universe, and although they are hidden from the casual observer, they are findable and He wants us to find them, and He wants us to use them. He wants man to prosper. For example you can deliberately choose today where to spend eternity. That’s a big statement but I believe it’s true. Today is the day of salvation. 

Then again a lot of things happened because I deliberately drove myself along one path and not another.

CHIRP

The underlining principles of the Programme are:

    CHIRP is a supplementary reporting channel.

    Reports are treated with confidence and the reporter's identity is protected.

    CHIRP does not replace any safety management systems.

    CHIRP is not to be used for events that require mandatory reports.

Reporting procedures

Events that are supposed to be reported:

    Safety and security-related incidents or occurrences that involve:

        the reporter;

        the reporter's organization;

        other people or organizations with whom the reporter interacts.

    Incidents/events that have the potential to increase risk such as:

        Mistakes and misjudgements made by the reporter;

        Non-compliance with, or mis-application of specified procedures and regulations;

        Impractical or inadequate regulations, rules or instructions;

        Unsafe practices or design features.

Events that are not supposed to be reported:

    Incidents or events that have no air safety or security content;

    Industrial relations and/or terms and conditions of employment;

    Incidents, occurrences and accidents for which a mandatory report must be submitted.

Situations when a CHIRP report might be necessary:

    When the reporter is concerned and wishes to protect their identity;

    When the reporter wishes others to benefit from a valuable ‘Lesson learned’;

    When other reporting procedures are not appropriate or are not available;

    When the reporter has exhausted company or regulatory reporting procedures without the issue having been addressed.

Report Processing

CHIRP expects to receive what may be described as ‘near miss’ incident and hazard reports that have not progressed to the stage at which they become ‘reportable occurrences and accidents’. After reports have been disidentified, CHIRP is expected to:

    Determine, with guidance from advisory boards that comprise practitioners experienced in the relevant disciplines, what the core issues are and who needs to be informed so that they can take corrective action;

    Obtain reporters’ agreements to use their disidentified reports to compile and publish periodical newsletters so that a wider audience may read and learn from reporters’ experiences and lessons identified;

    Analyse and compare reports to identify common factors and emerging trends for communication to those who are responsible for specifying procedures, training requirements, design requirements or exercising safety or security oversight.

The authenticity of the Holy Bible has been attacked at regular intervals by atheists and theologians alike but none have explained away the mathematical seal beneath its surface.


It would seem the divine hand has moved to prevent counterfeiting in the pages of the Bible in a similar manner to the line that runs through paper money. Bible numerics appears to be God's watermark of authenticity.

Vital research on this numeric seal was completed by a native of the world's most renowned atheistic nation, Russia. Dr Ivan Panin was born in Russia on Dec 12, 1855. As a young man he was an active nihilist and participated in plots against the Czar and his government. He was a mathematical genius who died a Harvard scholar and a citizen of the United States in 1942.
Panin was exiled from Russia. After spending a number of years studying in Germany he went to the United States where he became an outstanding lecturer on literary criticism.

Panin was known as a firm agnostic - so well known that when he discarded his agnosticism and accepted the Christian faith, the newspapers carried headlines telling of his conversion.

It was in 1890 that Dr Panin made the discovery of the mathematical structure underlining the vocabulary of the Greek New Testament. He was casually reading the first verse of the gospel of John in the Greek: "In the beginning was the Word and the Word was with the God and the Word was God...".

Dr Panin was curious as to why the Greek word for "the"' preceeded the word "God"' in one case and not the other. In examining the text he became aware of a number relationship. This was the first of the discoveries that led to his conversion and uncovered the extensive numeric code.

Oldest manuscripts

Dr Panin found his proof in the some of the oldest and most accurate manuscripts - the Received Hebrew Text and the Westcott and Hort Text.

In the original languages of the Bible, mostly Hebrew and Greek, there are no separate symbols for numbers, letters of the alphabet are also used to indicate numbers.

The numeric value of a word is the sum total of all its letters. It was curiosity that first caused Dr Panin to begin toying with the numbers behind the texts. Sequences and patterns began to emerge. These created such a stirring in the heart of the Russian that he dedicated 50 years of his life to painstakingly comb the pages of the Bible.

This complex system of numbering visibly and invisibly saturates every book of the scriptures emphasising certain passages and illustrating deeper or further meaning in types and shadows. The 66 books of the Bible 39 in the Old and 27 in the New were written by 33 different people.

Those authors were scattered throughout various countries of the world and from widely different backgrounds. Many of them had little or no schooling. The whole Bible was written over a period of 1500 years with a 400 year silence apart from the Apocrypha between the two testaments. Despite the handicaps the biblical books are found to be a harmonious record, each in accord with the other.

Dr Panin says the laws of probability are exceeded into the billions when we try and rationalise the authorship of the Bible as the work of man. He once said: "If human logic is worth anything at all we are simply driven to the conclusion that if my facts I have presented are true, man could never have done this.

Inspiration from on high

"We must assume that a Power higher than man guided the writers in such a way, whether they knew it or not, they did it and the Great God inspired them to do it''.

The Bible itself states clearly that it is the literal God-breathed'' living word of the Creator. The words "Thus saith the Lord"' and "God said"' occur more than 2500 times throughout scripture.

In 2 Timothy 3:16 it states "All scripture is given by inspiration of God". Then in 2 Peter 9:20-21 it plainly states: "No prophecy of the scriptures is of any private interpretation. For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost".

Let's take the number seven as an illustration of the way the patterns work. Seven is the most prolific of the mathematical series which binds scripture together. The very first verse of the Bible "In the begining God created the heaven and the earth" (Gen 1:1), contains over 30 different combinations of seven.

This verse has seven Hebrew words having a total of 28 letters 4 x 7. The numeric value of the three nouns "God", "heaven" and "earth" totals 777. Any number in triplicate expresses complete, ultimate or total meaning.

Also tightly sealed up with sevens are the genealogy of Jesus, the account of the virgin birth and the resurrection. Seven occurs as a number 187 times in the Bible (41 x 7), the phrase "seven-fold" occurs seven times and "seventy" occurs 56 times (7 x 8).

In the Book of Revelation seven positively shines out: there are seven golden candlesticks, seven letters to seven churches, a book sealed with seven seals, seven angels standing before the Lord with seven trumpets, seven thunders and seven last plagues. In fact there are over 50 occurrences of the number seven in Revelation alone.

Divisible by seven

There are 21 Old Testament writers whose names appear in the Bible (3 x 7). The numeric value of their names is divisible by seven. Of these 21, seven are named in the New Testament: Moses, David, Isaiah, Jeremiah, Daniel, Hosea and Joel. The numeric values of these names is 1554 (222 x 7). David's name is found 1134 times (162 x 7). God's seal also pervades creation as though it were woven into the very fabric of nature.

The Bible has declared man's years to be three score and ten (70). The development of the human embryo is in exact periods of sevens or 28 days (4 x 7). Medical science tells us the human body is renewed cell for cell every seven years.

We're told the pulse beats slower every seven days as if it were in accord with the seventh day of rest proclaimed in the Genesis creation week. And God formed man of the dust of the ground (Gen 2:7); science confirms the human body is made of the same 14 elements (2 x 7) found in your average handful of dust.

The light of the sun is made up of seven distinct colours as shown in the rainbow. In music there are seven distinct notes which climax in a chord or octave at the beginning of a new seven.

In almost all animals the incubation or pregnancy period is divisible by seven. Seven is often referred to as "God's seal" or the number of spiritual perfection.

Number of resurrection

Eight is the number of new life or "resurrection". It is the personal number of Jesus. When we add together the letter values of the name Jesus in the Greek we get 888. Jesus was called The Christ, the numeric value of this title is 1480 (185 x 8). He was Saviour which has the value 1408 (2 x 8 x 88).

Jesus is also Lord which again is a multiple of eight being 800 (100 x 8). Messiah has the numeric value 656 (82 x8). Jesus also called himself the Son of man. The term occurs 88 times and is valued at 2960 (370 x 8).

Jesus said "I am the truth": the numeric value of "the truth" is 64 (8 x 8). The last book in the Bible is the Revelation of Jesus Christ which has exactly 888 Greek words. Eight persons were saved in the Ark at the great Noahic flood. God made a covenant with Abraham that every male Jewish child was to be circumsised on the eighth day of his life.

There are eight individual cases of resurrection spoken of in the Bible apart from Jesus. Three occur in the Old Testament, three in the gospels and two in Acts. It was on the eighth day or the first day of the new week that Jesus rose from the dead. The Holy Spirit also came down from heaven on the eighth day.

Nine is finality or completion. The first example of its use is that infinitely sealed first verse of the Bible: "In the beginning God'' which in Hebrew is: Brayshith Elohim which has the numeric value of 999. The very next statement "created the heaven" is also sealed with 999.

Nine is finality

The number nine is endowed with a peculiar quality, it is finality in itself. Not only is it the final single number, but if you multiply it by any other number, the addition of the resulting figures will always revert back to nine (2 x 9 = 18 / 1 + 8 = 9 etc).

There are nine basic gifts available to the Christian believer through the power of God's Holy Spirit (1 Cor 12:8-10). There are nine basic fruits which should be evident in the life of the believer (Gal 5:22-23). The words "my wrath" have the numeric value 999. The word Amen or verily is valued at 99 and occurs 99 times.

The work on the cross was completed at the ninth hour when Jesus said "It is finished". The shedding of his blood was final. It saw an end to the old system of animal sacrifice to atone for sin. The word "blood" in this sense occurs 99 times.

Great superstition has always surrounded the number 13 as being unlucky or dark. Perhaps there is good reason. One of the most convincing proofs of the origins of this number can be found by unraveling all the names by which Satan is known. Drakon or dragon has a value of 975 (13 x 75) and it occurs 13 times. Peirazon or tempter has a value of 1053 (13 x 81). Belial which is personification of evil has a value of 78 (13 x 6).

Anthropoktonos or "murderer" has a value of 1820 (13 x 40). Ophis or "serpent" is 780 (13 x 60). The phrase used by the Holy Spirit Ho kaloumenos diablos kai ho Satanas or "called the Devil and Satan" is valued 2197 (13 x 13 x 13).

Small neat calculations

Dr Panin's work initially involved some 40,000 pages of material on which he had written millions of small neat calculations. It involved volumes. Dr Panin said "When I first made the discovery I was of course, taken off my feet - I was in the same condition as our friend Archimedes who when he solved a great mathematical problem while in the bath, rushed in to the street naked, crying 'I have found it'. I thought people would be delighted to embrace the new discovery, but I found human nature is always the same. So I quietly withdrew and did my work all by myself".

Although it would appear that his work has been largely lost from popular reading today Dr Panin did accomplish several outstanding works. He published Structure in the Bible the Numeric Greek New Testament and the Numeric English New Testament.

The works of Dr Ivan Panin have been put before the experts many times. Dr Panin once challenged nine noted rationalists and Bible critics through the medium of the New York Sun newspaper Nov 9, 1899. He dared them to publicly refute or give explanation for a few of his presented facts. Four made lame excuses. The rest were silent.

Dr Panin issued a challenge throughout leading newspapers of the world asking for a natural explanation or rebuttal of the facts. Not a single person accepted.

Donald Trump is going to be the next president of the United States.

The billionaire businessman who never before held elected office shocked America and the world, defeating Hillary Clinton in an extraordinary rebuke to the nation’s political class after an ugly and divisive race that will go down as the most stunning upset in American history.

Trump did so decisively, stomping across the electoral map with wins in the four biggest battlegrounds of Florida, North Carolina, Ohio and Pennsylvania. He defied the polls and pundits after a scorched-earth campaign against Clinton, the Republican establishment, and basic decorum, toppling the blue wall of states that Clinton had supposedly constructed to keep the White House in Democratic hands.

The nation, the markets and the world stood stunned, wondering what would come next. The Dow Futures sank as much as 750 points. The Mexico peso plunged.

“It is time for us to come together as one united people,” Trump said in a victory speech, following a concession call from Clinton at nearly 3 a.m. Eastern. “It’s time.”

Trump led an unseen rebellion of working-class voters, most of them white and so disgusted by a stalled status quo that they voted for a candidate promising dramatic change, even as Trump set disapproval records for a winning candidate. He also tapped into ethnic antagonism, vowing strict immigration controls, a ban on Muslims and a deportation force, promising an era of restoration. 
“The forgotten men and women of our country will be forgotten no longer,” Trump declared.

Clinton had been heavily favored to win. She led national polls and in most battleground states heading into the election. Her allies were so confident that a supportive super PAC had actually redirected millions to other races.

But Trump had been underestimated from the first day of his candidacy, when he descended the gilded escalators of Trump Tower to bash Mexican immigrants as “rapists.” He went on to dispatch 16 rivals in the Republican primary before mounting a vicious campaign against Clinton in which he paraded her husband’s infidelities, repeatedly called her corrupt and questioned whether she could govern as a woman.

For 17 months, the reality television showman mesmerized the public with his unvarnished tweets, constant television presence and raucous mass rallies. His full-throttle grip on the national imagination enriched the news media and eroded standards of political civility.

It made him a hero to his fans. And they voted in droves.

In Mahoning County, a longtime Democratic stronghold and the home of Youngstown, Ohio, Trump held Clinton to roughly 50 percent. President Obama had carried the county with 63.2 percent of the vote. That was the story in place after place, as Trump sliced deeply into once large Democratic margins and built massive leads among rural voters.

“This is a movement. It's more than a normal political election,” said Sen. Jeff Sessions, the Alabama Republican who was the first GOP senator to endorse Trump in late February. “It transcends normal party politics.”

For Clinton, the loss is especially brutal. She had meticulously planned her victory party at the Javits Center in Manhattan, symbolically under an enormous glass ceiling that she hoped to break through. Instead, it was the dreams and aspirations of her supporters that were shattered.

How did everyone get it so wrong?

Clinton’s campaign chairman John Podesta said she was not ready to concede, calling for more votes to be counted. “She’s not done yet,” he announced early Wednesday morning. But Clinton soon called Trump to concede.

At the Javits Center, a mass of Democrats stood aghast on the convention center floor watching CNN and MSNBC. They cheered every time a small state was called for Clinton, but those times were few and far between. She won Colorado and Virginia, but little else that was competitive.

Instead, they watched as state after state ticked into Trump’s column, her chance of becoming the first woman president snatched away by a man caught on tape bragging about groping women, and then accused in recent weeks by a dozen of doing just that. They filed out without ever hearing her speak.

Across town, at the Trump party, the buzz was building. It exploded when Fox News declared Ohio for Trump, the first swing state to fall. “USA!” came the chants from the crowd.

Throughout his campaign, Trump made attacks on the “dishonest media” a centerpiece of his candidacy, becoming the first major candidate to refuse to release his tax returns. He avoided holding a press conference for the final three months of his candidacy.

One thing was clear from early exit polls: the divisive contest had left many Americans deeply unsatisfied with their choice. More than three in five of those interviewed viewed Trump unfavorably, meaning many who did not approve of him voted for him anyway.

“The idea of change trumped everything else,” tweeted one of Trump’s pollsters Tony Fabrizio.

Trump will not only take the White House in 2017 but Republicans will control both chambers of Congress, where they have an appetite to unravel much of the progressive agenda enacted over the last eight years.

The five-month campaign between Clinton and Trump had become a must-see spectacle for the nation, gripping the public consciousness and drawing record viewership to their three debates, where she was widely viewed to have outflanked him.

In the final month, Trump battled back accusations of sexual assault after a tape emerged of him bragging about groping women in early October. In characteristic style, he lashed out as his accusers — threatening to sue them in a speech at Gettysburg. Clinton called him “temperamentally unfit” for the presidency and accused him of embracing racist, xenophobic and misogynistic rhetoric.

But Clinton was weighed down by 18 months of questions about her use of a private-email server at the State Department, including an FBI investigation that seemingly concluded in July — only to reemerge with 11 days left in the campaign. She was eventually cleared — again — of criminal wrongdoing only two days before the election.

But Trump continued to cry foul about a “rigged system” tilted against his outsider candidacy, and has threatened to seek her imprisonment. “Lock her up!” has been the signature chant as his mass rallies.

Trump struck a more conciliatory note in his speech on Wednesday, speaking of how it was time to “bind the wounds of division.” 
His upset victory is already sending shockwaves through financial markets. His idiosyncratic foreign policy views and his belief that the United States must be “unpredictable” in international affairs has sewn anxiety among allies and enemies alike. His regular compliments of Russian President Vladimir Putin have caused jitters across eastern Europe, ever-worried about Russian aggression.

“While we will always put America’s interests first, we will deal fairly with everyone,” Trump said.
Progressive

U.K. Votes to Leave European Union in Historic Vote

The U.K. has voted to leave the European Union, a surprise result that has stunned the political establishment and sent shock waves around the global economy.

British Prime Minister David Cameron, who had championed the cause to remain within the E.U., announced he would resign in the wake of the vote. Speaking outside 10 Downing Street, the Prime Minister said he would stand down in three months.

“I was absolutely clear about my belief that Britain is stronger, safer and better off inside the European Union. And I made clear the referendum was about this and this alone, not the future of any single politician, including myself,” he said. “But the British people have made a very clear decision to take a different path and as such I think the country requires fresh leadership to take it in this direction. I will do everything I can as Prime Minister to steady the ship over the coming weeks and months. But I do not think it would be right for me to try to be the captain that steers our country to its next destination.” Cameron said he expected to hand over to a new Prime Minister in October.

His announcement followed the the confirmation Friday morning that the Leave campaign had won with 52% to 48% for Remain. The number of votes cast for Leave was 17,410,742, compared with 16,141,241 for Remain. The last set of polls taken before the election had given Remain a distinct advantage.

As initial results trickled in indicating a likely Leave vote, the pound sterling slid dramatically against the dollar, and stocks in Asian markets saw volatility with investors concerned about the effects of a “Brexit.” The Bank of England put out a statement Friday morning saying it would take “all necessary steps” to guarantee economic stability in the wake of the vote.

Mark Carney, the governor of the Bank of England tried to reassure volatile markets by saying the bank would not “not hesitate” to steady the markets and would make £250b billion available to U.K. banks. “It will take some time for the UK to establish a new relationship with Europe and the rest of the world. So some market and economic volatility can be expected as this process unfolds, but we are well prepared for this,” he said.

A record number of Britons — almost 46.5 million — were registered to vote, and over 33.5 million cast ballots. In Scotland, where results were reported earlier than elsewhere, an overwhelming majority voted to Remain. But in England, where about 84% of the U.K.’s population of almost 65 million people live, the vote to leave was stronger in most areas. London was the outlier, with most boroughs voting to Remain.

Concerns over historically high levels of immigration from other European countries was perhaps the key factor in the debate running up to the vote, but many Leave voters aired concerns that British sovereignty was essentially being handed to Brussels.

Even in areas that voted overall to remain, the number of votes to leave the E.U. was often higher than expected. In Wales and areas in the north of England, which have traditionally backed the Labour Party, many voters appeared to have ignored the party’s appeals for them to support Remain.

Vote Leave campaign leader Boris Johnson said that the U.K. can stand on its own, assuring younger people that there is a prosperous future ahead for them Britain. “Above all we can find our voice in the world again. Powerful, liberal, humane, an extraordinary force for good. Yesterday the British people have spoken up for democracy.”

Nigel Farage, the leader of the U.K. Independence Party, which campaigned for Leave, declared that the result marked an “independence day” for Britain.

“This will be a victory for real people, a victory for ordinary people, a victory for decent people,” he told BBC Radio. “We will have done it without having to fight, without a single bullet being fired, we’ll have done it by damn hard work on the ground,” he added.

There’s a large amount of uncertainty about what happens next. Although the vote is not legally binding, Cameron will be under pressure to promptly notify the E.U. under Article 50 of the Lisbon Treaty, the exit clause that allows for a two-year period of negotiations over the terms of Britain’s exit.

The U.K. — the world’s fifth largest economy — will separately have to begin new negotiations on how it trades with the rest of the world. It must agree new trade terms with the E.U. if it wants access to the bloc’s single market. And, as the U.K. currently relies on E.U.-negotiated agreements to govern its trade with most countries, including the U.S., the British government will also have to reach new deals with those nations.

Beyond Britain’s borders, many have also raised the possibility that Eurosceptics in some of the other 27 E.U. countries will be emboldened by Brexit, and the union itself could come under threat.

What a great thing travel is. The whole shebang of going from place to place, from one spot on the map called A, with a spirit and a smell and secret things that only you know about, to another spot called B, with a new smell, a new vibe, and new secrets to discover. Of course that only applies if B is a place you have never been to before. Otherwise let’s face it, B is just another version of A, with no special secret to divine, no new joy to be gleaned. Yet to me there is a thing about just travelling that belongs simply to itself. Point A and point B might be the reason for doing it but for me, travelling - moving across the surface of our good planet - is a pleasure all of itself. 

For some reason, the first memory I have of travelling anywhere was when I was on top of a pedal organ that was itself travelling on a horse cart. And the motive power for that was not a horse but my dad and my grandad. On that occasion point A had been grandads house on the northern outskirts of Birmingham. Grandad lived with Gran in the suburb of New Oscott. A tidy road of neatly composed two storey council houses, a mix of semi-detached and terraced. Newly planted trees flanked the roadside like a line of armed soldiers and children played in the road. Now you’ve got to understand that I am talking 1947 time. In those days there was hardly any traffic around. On a housing estate like New Oscott you could play marbles or hopscotch in the street all day with only minimal interruptions from the beep of a motorist wanting to use the road for something other than a playground. 

So there we were. Dad and grandad. Me and the precious pedal organ. All headed for point B, the once-grand inner city Georgian mansions of Aston, some four miles away. That was where I lived with dad and mom. Dad had decided he’d like to play the pedal organ. It wasn’t so much an artistic quest as it was a rescue job, after grandma had threatened to set fire to it. 

And there we were. Dad and granddad shuffling down the street with me sat like a nobleman in my high place on top of the pedal organ. Yes, the king of pedal organ was I. Eyes turned as we passed and then turned away, uninterested. It was no big deal to see people moving stuff on a horse cart. People did things differently back then. 
Mercifully the road was down hill for much of the way. I sat watching urban fields, waste lands, houses with driveways, and yes, a half-built housing estate, all slide beneath my vantage point. We kept to the back roads, leafy narrow lanes. But after two miles we joined the main A34 trunk road and here traffic here became a little more brisk. It was after all, the main road into Birmingham. Near the railway station there was a short incline as the main road passed over a bridge. And I remember granddad slipped as he strained to pull the cart up the slope. Momentarily we rolled back, the cart scraping the tarmac noisily with its halters, while cars behind honked at us. A policeman appeared out of nowhere and soon had his arms against the back of the cart. Then another man appeared and put his back to it and in a thrice, the panic was over and we trundled past the station with a line of cars and vans following in line astern, honking to get past. 

Soon adventure over. Reached home. How mom & dad would brim the house full of singing with dad playing that old pedal organ.

Is Evolution Real?

No, evolution is not real. It is a chimera. A ghost, an apparition. It is a monster without a skeleton. A tower without a framework, a skyscraper built upon sand. 

Evolution is a construct of ideas with no supporting framework.

As far as I can ascertain the last accounting was Sep 2004. In 2011 Earth Rise Special Edition came out and from that time, the focus of my CD sales records went totally to CD baby, as other transactions had flat-lined. So from that date I use CD baby data to figure what is owed. Please note there are Digital Sales through CDbaby but these are minimal. Since 2011, they are mixed in with sales for Reel 2, Across the Divide, All True Love, and are insignificant. 
So after 2011 what I have done is take the raw CD sales from CD baby (which represent almost 100% of income) and applied the average dollar exchange value over the period 2011-2018 ($1 = £0.66). 
(In September 2011 $1=£0.62; in March 2018 $1=£0.70).

ARISAIG PRAISE from MR BLUE SKY and MRS WEASLEY

Singer songwriter Dave Scott-Morgan, from Birmingham, played guitar and toured the world with ELO (Electric Light Orchestra) in the 80s and since then he’s been an author, inventor and pilot.

Last year, at the tender age of 74, he and his wife Mandy came to Lochaber to play a couple of gigs with their band Morganisation. On visiting Arisaig House, Dave was amazed to find a poem, hanging on the wall of the foyer, connected to a song he had written a year before.

Dave explains “I discovered that the heroine of my song ‘Gibraltar Farm’ had actually trained right here, as part of Special Operations Executive in Arisaig. 'Gibraltar Farm' was a little shack on an airfield in Bedfordshire, where agents would be finally briefed before flying out to occupied Europe. Wartime heroine Violette Szabo was one of many who flew from there and her story has such a resonance that even now, survivalist Ray Mears and the SAS, use her as an example of how to survive under pressure. Violette died aged just 23 and her poem, the one hanging in Arisaig House, sounds for all the world like a love poem, but it isn’t. It’s her own secret cryptographic poem.”

she never gained a qualification, owned a property or even a car. 

She suffered a lot of pain throughout her life of all types - physical, mental and emotional.

She never did anything of great note other than go with a friend on an airplane to Jersey but it had a problem with the under carriage and couldn’t land!

Yet she would say she had a good life as she would measure it by the people in her life, her friends, family but especially now that she has 4 grandchildren Isabella, Gabriel, Isaac & Martha as though she was the sole reason they were such lovely children!

If you were to ask her had she been a good person she would say “No”.

She was a generous person and loved to give gifts, but often didn’t have quite the discernment to get it right. You may still have some presents in the wardrobe. 

She often had poor judgment, knew that she made bad choices, did things that troubled her. 

She would tell you that if getting to heaven depended on your good deeds outweighing her bad deeds that she didn’t stand a chance! 

However she did for sure at least 3 things right in her life and they are things that really matter.

1. She adopted me… and Simone. Obviously a great blessing to her…What more can I say about that…other than is kept her busy for 20 odd years!

2. She married dad! She told him that she shouldn’t have because she didn’t think she was good enough for him, but he loved her and supported her through all the trials they experienced for nearly 65 years. (That wasn’t 65 years of trials – was it dad?)
