Prov 14:12   … which seem right to man but the end thereof are the ways of death
Can do it your own way like Frank Sinatra

You have to Obey the word of God In order to see the fullness of the blessing God has for you. 

1Ki 17

1 And Elijah the Tishbite, who was of the inhabitants of Gilead, said unto Ahab, As the LORD God of Israel liveth, before whom I stand, there shall not be dew nor rain these years, but according to my word.  

God told Elijah to tell this to King Ahab. Elijah put himself in the cross-hairs. Ahab and his wife were killing the prophets of God. Elijah could have been killed. Following the Lord is risky!

Then…

2  And the word of the LORD came unto him, saying, 3  Get thee hence, and turn thee eastward, and hide thyself by the brook Cherith, that is before Jordan. 4  And it shall be, that thou shalt drink of the brook; and I have commanded the ravens to feed thee there.

The drought came. 
God blessed Elijah with a safe place to hide.

God did not keep him safe where he was. But he did not send the blessing (the provision) to where he was, he sent it there …   He commanded the ravens to feed Elijah there not here. 

Elijah had to obey God to take advantage of the supply he had provided grace. You have to obey God to take advantage 

God told us to move into the house next door, not to sell it but to occupy it. It looked like it could be a financial disaster. 

Nevertheless we did it. We spread out to the right and the left as we felt the Lord lead – that was our ‘there’ – 

and against all logic we prospered.

Need to Obey the voice of the Lord.
